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Whirlwinds?

Are you being caught up in your surroundings or peers’ ways? It is
easy to do, to let our guard down just long enough for us to slip away from
our walk, our dedicated walk with God. We either do this knowingly or we
do it unknowingly, following our peers.

I, today, caught myself not knowing what I was doing, to sin against
God. We are to obey the law’s of the land as Jesus says in Luke 20:25, “And
He said unto them, render therefore unto Caesar the things which be
Caesar’s, and unto God the things which be God’s.”

We are to obey the laws of the land in which we live. The law I found
myself slacking in today was the speed limit on the highway. It doesn’t take
long for your speed to increase as you are being passed, and passed very
readily, while you are trying to stay within the law. Driving a big heavy
vehicle with the power to cruise down the road, it is hard to control your
speed. I worked very hard and paid close attention to the 55 mph limit all
morning. I was being threatened by being run over, being passed freely and
just from doing what my God has ordered me to do.

Just as your peers or jobs will lead you in unrighteous sometimes, and
you, not even being aware of it, can follow or just get caught up in the
whirlwind of the situations. Our unawares to the situations around us most of
the time will betray us, we will let our guard down, trust in someone other
than God, and just get caught up! If we get out of it, by the grace of God, we
are blessed; but sometimes, this trust and belief in this someone else, will
catch us unaware and disaster may strike and we get hurt very much,
sometimes to the point of not being able to recover.



Today, I was able to recover. I praise God for it, I was blessed.
Coming back from my morning trip, I was driving very cautiously to the
speed limit. In this very heavy vehicle it is hard to hold speed at 55 mph
without a cruise control. This was my test today! Without our cruise control
in life, THE HOLY SPIRIT, it is very easy for us to veer OFF course or go
beyond the speed God has set for us. Just a few moments, being passed
freely as before mentioned, and just taking it easy, without any cares or
thoughts, I found myself going 63 mph. I was just following and trying to
keep up with the flow, peers or surroundings. I was blessed to have caught
my error before being caught up in sin any further that already was. I ask for
forgiveness and found grace in Jesus Christ. “For when the Gentiles,
which have not the law, do by nature the things contained in the law,
these, having not the law, are a law unto themselves: which shew the work
written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their
thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another. In the day
when God shall judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ according to My
gospel.” Romans 2:14-16. We know by nature, what was made in us, the
laws of God, our conscience guides us. Even when we have not Jesus in us
from being reborn again, we have the laws in us. We are held accountable
for our sins, we are aware. And even when we have been reborn we still are
led and can be led by that sweet voice, BEWARE OF THE
UNAWARES!!! Glory to God for being my protector.

Your whirlwind, are you caught up in it? Have you become slack in
your thoughts and cares? If you are not aware and listening to your inborn
conscience, the HOLY SPIRIT, of the laws of God, your chances are good
that your whirlwind; “When your fear cometh as desolation and your
destruction cometh as a whirlwind; when distress and anguish cometh
upon you. Then shall they call upon Me early, but they shall not find Me:”
Proverbs 1:27,28. YOUR UNAWARES!!



Your whirlwind, do not get caught up in it, keep your awares with
God! Your peers, your surroundings are so enticing, Satan’s snares, “Woe to
the multitude of many people, which make a noise like the noise of seas;
and the rushing of nations, that make a rushing like of the rushing of
mighty waters: but God shall rebuke them, and they shall flee far off, and
shall be chased as the chaff of the mountains before the wind, and like a
rolling thing before the whirlwind.” Isaiah 17:12,13. Let your peers,
surroundings be as tumbleweeds in the wind and let God chase them away
from you as He can, God will rebuke them and they shall flee far away.

Your whirlwind, God’s enemy, your adversary, your deceivers, God
will send forth armies to fight for His children, His heirs, “Behold, a
whirlwind of the Lord is gone forth in fury, even a grievous whirlwind: it
shall fall grievously upon the head of the wicked. The anger of the Lord
shall not return, until He have executed, and till He have performed the
thoughts of His heart: in the latter days ye shall consider it perfectly.”
Jeremiah 23:19,20. The days are coming when you will know, in the latter
days, your every well being is in the thoughts and cares of your God and
Creator, not your peers and surroundings!

“Woe unto them that
call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for
darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

Woe unto
them that are mighty to drink wine, and men of strength to mingle strong
drink: which justify the wicked for reward, and take away the
righteousness of the righteous from him. ... None shall be weary not
stumble among them; none shall slumber not sleep; neither shall the
girdle of their loins be loosed, not the latchet of their shoes be broken:
whose arrows are sharp and all their bows bent, their horse’s hoofs shall
be counted like flint, and their wheels like a whirlwind.” Isaiah 5:20-23,



27,28. Your Creator, your Deliverer, will be your army and will attack
sudden and swiftly if allowed to, by you. It is your choice! Be with this
whirlwind or be the wrath of His whirlwind!

Are you to the point of recovering? Can your righteousness out way
the unrighteousness, and let your awareness, inborn consciousness, keep you
aware and alert to your surroundings, your peers and your whirlwinds? Are
you ready for GOD’S whirlwind, as God, “And it came to pass, when the
Lord would take up Elijah into heaven by a whirlwind, ...” 2 Kings 2:1.
Are you ready for your own whirlwind, “For the Lord Himself shall
descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and
with the trump of God: and the dead shall rise first: then we which are
alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to
meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.”
1 Thessalonians 4:16,17.

This is your whirlwind to be, so don’t blow it. Do you want it?
This is your ticket, Father, forgive me, I am a sinner, I repent of my sins,
help me, change me, be my Elijah whirlwind, not my grievous or destructive
whirlwind. Protect me with Thy mighty hand, Amen.
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
